Leonardo da Vinci (1452-1519) was one such person. He

wondered how birds could fly.

One day, a Swiss engineer, George de Mestral, was hiking in
the woods with his dog.

On his way home, he saw that burrs were stuck to his clothes
and his dog’s hair. He wanted to know how that happened.

He took a closer look at the burrs and noticed that the ends of
the burr needles were not straight.

He wondered if he could apply that to make something useful.
After a lot of testing, he finally invented two new materials.
One had many tiny needles like those of burrs and the other
had a hairy surface.

When they were pressed together, they became a very good
fastener. It was not only strong but also easy to use.

Since then, many people have used his invention in many
different ways. It is often used for clothing, shoes, and bags.
Some people use it to play a number of different games. In
space, it keeps things from floating away.
