Garcia-Fuller said she was teaching her students how to tell
fake news from real news.

“One of the first steps is to slow down.

If a story or a photo seems too good to be true, stop and
think: Is there any evidence that supports what the writer
says? And where is this coming from?”

Garcia-Fuller’s students also learn how to tell fact from
opinion in the news.

“Opinions are good to read,” said 15-year-old McKenzie
Campbell, “but you also have to check if they are based on
facts.”

Garcia-Fuller also said sometimes it can be very hard to be a
smart news reader.

She tests her students with a website that appears to provide
information on an animal called a tree octopus.

The site is full of information on this animal, along with a few
unclear photos of octopuses in trees.

But like the story of scary clowns, it’s totally made up.

The lesson, Garcia-Fuller tells her students, is to “check
the information you’re seeing once more carefully” and to
“guestion everything, even things that | say.”
