Claes Oldenburg is another pop artist who made art fun. He
made sculptures of everyday items, such as a hamburger,
cookies, and a brush.

In the beginning, he created soft sculptures. They were made
of plastic, paper, and other soft materials.

For example, he used cloth to make toilets. Later, he made

huge sculptures of daily items, such as an ice cream cone.

By using daily images in a creative way, you can make a work
of art for everyone. This is the most important lesson from pop
