Maybe not.

/4 But how about an Ig Nobel Prize?

He won one in 2017 for this fun research.

The Ig Nobel Prizes are awarded for discoveries that “first
make one laugh and then think.”

They were started in 1991 by A/R magazine to increase
people’s interest in science by honoring the unusual and the
imaginative.

The prizes are presented by real Nobel winners in Sanders
Theater at Harvard University.

The room is usually filled with people who are eager to cheer
for the brave scientists with their “laughable” research.

The U.K. Navy won the Ig Nobel Prize for Peace in 2000.

To save money, the Navy made its sailors shout, “Bang!”
instead of using real bombs.

Is that funny enough for you to laugh out loud?

Andre Geim also won an award that year.

He succeeded in floating a live frog in the air by using
magnets.

“In my experience, if people don’t have a sense of humor,
they are usually not very good scientists,” he said when he
accepted his award.

If that still does not bring a smile to your face, how about this?
In 2005, Gauri Nanda won the Ig Nobel Prize in Economics for
inventing an alarm clock.
