Mine is new, but | won’t need it anymore.

Please take my watch, and let me have yours.”

Kim Koo always carried Yun’s watch in his jacket so that he
would not forget Yun’s sacrifice.

After completing the tour of the museum, we moved to the
tombs of the three heroes, Lee Bongchang, Yun Bonggil, and
Baek Jeonggi.

Their bodies had been in Japan, but after Korea's independence
Kim Koo brought them to Hyochang Park.

By doing so, he showed his deep love and respect for the

sacrifice of the three heroes.
