It helps
companies understand their customers’ needs better and
helps them sell more products.

Its uses are endless, and
here are some interesting examples.

12 Did you know that health professionals can now forecast a
disease just as weather experts forecast the weather?

13 This is possible thanks to big data. For example, when the
flu season comes, people will buy more flu medicine.

If
this kind of data is analyzed wisely, the spread of the flu
can be predicted.

15 Are you a sports fan? Well, big data is improving the
performance of players, making sports more exciting.

16 A famous example is Germany’s national soccer team. The
team built a database by collecting and analyzing a huge
amount of data on players.

17 For example, the data included information about how much
each player ran and how long he had the ball.

18 With the help of this database, Germany’'s national soccer
team was able to improve its performance and win the
2014 World Cup.

05 In Munjado, there is usually a Chinese character with some
animals or objects.

06 One of eight Chinese characters appears in Munjado.

07 They are hyo (), je (8), chung (), sin (), ve (@), ui (&),
yeom (B&), and ch/ (BL), and they represent the values that
were important to people of the Joseon dynasty.

08 The animals or objects in Munjado are not just decorations.
They often are symbolic.

09 For example, carp in the paintings of hyo symbolize respect
for parents because of an old story.

10 The story goes as follows.

11 Once upon a time, a man lived with his old mother.

12 One winter, the man’s mother became ill and couldn’t eat
anything.

13 On one very cold day, the mother said to the man, ‘It
would be wonderful if | could eat fresh fish.”

14 The man went out to the river, but it was completely frozen.

15 It was impossible for him to catch any fish.

16 The man was so disappointed that he cried out to the sky,
“What should | do? Please help me.”

17 Then the ice melted, and three carp suddenly came out of
the water.

18 The man went back home and cooked the fish for his
mother. Then his mother got well.

19 There are other examples of symbolic objects in Munjado.

20 They are bamboo in the paintings of the character chung (&)
and lotus flowers in the paintings of v/ (5).

21 Bamboo does not bend. It stays green in all kinds of
weather.

22 For these reasons, bamboo came to symbolize loyalty to the
king.

23 In the case of lotus flowers, they grow in muddy ponds but
still bloom beautifully.

24 They thus became a symbol of a person’s will to fight for

justice despite difficulties.
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25 Munjado was much more than a painting to people of the
Joseon dynasty.

26 It reminded them of important values that greatly influenced
their behaviors and attitudes.

27 In particular, for children, Munjado was a study tool.
