01 In October 2016, stories about scary clowns shook schools
across the Washington area, but Danina Garcia-Fuller's
students didn’t believe them a bit.

02 “Some people were getting scared because they saw things
on social media,” said Patricia Visoso, one of Garcia-Fuller's
students.

04 The stories were actually made by teenagers, not by major
newspapers or TV stations.

01 Speaking to family members or friends in a foreign country is
rather easy and simple today.

It was
written in 1973 by a woman whose husband was far away.

07 This letter was discovered by Sicilian writer Gesualdo
Bufalino. Here's how he translated the pictures into words.
