In the beginning, clownfish are all born male. They live in
schools made up of all males and just one female.

The female fish is usually the most powerful and largest fish
in the group.

In most people’s minds, a desert is a hot and lifeless place
with no water at all.

It is true that deserts have very little rain and only a small
amount of surface water.

As a result, you may think that the number one cause of death
in deserts is thirst.

Surprisingly, that is not true. In fact, it is too much water

during floods that kills more people in deserts.



Although it only rains once or twice a year in deserts, if there
is a flood, the water can flow very quickly.

Since people who live in deserts are not usually prepared
for large amounts of rain, many people get killed during the
floods.
